1. First remove flash hider and crush washer (never use a crush washer when
installing a Silent Legion bi-lock flash hider)

2. If flash hider lugs do not line up (vertical or horizontal) use shims to adjust

3. Degrease all threads and put two drops of Loctite 262 on each thread (barrel and
flash hider)

4. Using torque wrench (set to 35 to 45 ft Ibs), install flash hider

1. Place the base of the suppressor onto the bi-lock flash hider

2. Rotate the suppressor until the lugs on the bi-lock flash hider enter the base of the
suppressor. This can occur in only one position.
